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Madrona to Offer Nature Preschool Class Next Year
     Starting this fall, Madrona will offer a new nature preschool class, 
unlike any other preschool program in the area, using the great outdoors 
as the primary classroom. Current research strongly supports the Waldorf 
approach of encouraging play above all else in early childhood. Therefore, 
our preschool program deliberately does not include structured 
ÒacademicsÓ such as pre-reading or beginning math skills. Studies have 
shown that imaginative play contributes far more than pre-academics to 
develop the crucial neurological building blocks of  creativity, 
concentration, and higher-level thinking.
     On Mondays and Tuesdays, the children enrolled in the nature 
preschool class will meet in the play yard for a greeting and then, dressed 
for the weather, they will walk to a nearby beach or woodland park and 
spend the afternoon exploring.  Near the end of the afternoon, they will 
return to the classroom for a cozy 
story and quiet playtime. On 
Wednesdays, the children will meet 
off-site at a local park and spend the 
entire afternoon in nature. 
     In addition to an expert early 
childhood Waldorf teacher and a 
trained assistant, this class also will 
be supported by a rotating parent 
volunteer. The class for up to 12 
children provides the following:

¥Lots of learning by doing -- 
climbing on logs, searching for 
insects, digging for worms, hiking trails, exploring the beach, experiencing 
the changing seasons and learning to recognize local animals and birds. 

¥A social, family-style snack time with fresh fruit and warm organic food.

¥Time each day for nature crafts, planting flowers, hauling wood in 
wheelbarrows, digging in the sand, and climbing on a play structure or a 
log -- activities that develop large motor skills, balance and coordination.

¥Daily circle time to develop musical and oral literacy, with stories and 
seasonal songs integrated with movement.
